4. Individuals who cannot obtain 20 years of Active Federal Service prior to reaching mandatory retirement, age 60 for enlisted personnel, or mandatory separation
date for officers,if selected you must submit a Waiver for Exceptional Circumstances to their HRO remote, through the HRO with final approval at the Air Component
Commander level. Waivers must justify why it is in the best interest of the unit, State, or Air National Guard.
